TRAVEL GUIDE

Introduction. Travel guides are useful resources that provide information on a
variety of destinations across the world. One can find information on hotel options,
places to visit, and how to get around. Another feature commonly found in travel
guides is a general description of each area, including historical and cultural infor-
mation. One way to introduce our fascinating country to the rest of the world is to
create an awesome travel guide. Will you try?!

Assignment. Do research on places to visit in Belarus focusing your attention on
the unfamiliar routes. Illustrate the results of your work with some examples and cre-
ate a travel information packet (a flyer, a brochure, a collage or a power point presen-
tation, etc.) to show it to the class (or may be to the local publishing centre?).

Procedure.

Step 1. Divide into groups of four. Assign roles:

eTravel Agent. This person will lead the group. This includes setting deadlines,
making sure people stay on task, and editing all content. He / she will also present the
bulk of the information to the class.

eTour guides. These people will be creating the bulk of the travel information.
They should choose items they are comfortable writing about.

Step 2. Choose a place you’d like to write and speak about (a village, a town, a
castle, a reserve, a district, etc.) and a presentation format (a flyer, a brochure, a col-
lage, a power point presentation, a film, etc.). Don’t try to cover everything and speak

about the whole Belarus in general. You’d better narrow your focus and concentrate



on a fuller exploration of the destinations either most tourist visit or vice versa the

least touristy spots. Here are a few possible subtitles for a special travel guide.

Step 2. Find location-specific items such as travel guides (in any language),

maps, vacation brochures, souvenirs, photos. Discuss the information you can use.

Step 3. Think about ethnic artifacts (clothing, pottery, etc.) you can show to at-

tract tourists to the place. Explain your choice.

Step 4. Browse the Internet to find travel information on the place you would

like to visit (in English). Analyse famous travel books like Lonely Planet, Let’s go or

Frommer’s as reference. Study their structural peculiarities and language characteris-

tics and add any unknown or useful words / phrases to your glossary.

Step 5. Decide on the information to include into your travel guide.
