In 1993 he was hired to the National Bank of
Belarus, where he was vice-chairman and first vice-chairman. In
2010 he became a head of the Bank BelVEB, Belarusian branch of
Russian Vnesheconombank.

Holds a Candidate of Sciences degree in Macroeconomics
from 2001. In the West, people say “a self-made man”.
