The Labrador Retriever and English Bulldogs(12%) are top of the charts as the most
common dog breeds in UK houses. English Bulldogs are very clever, loyal and courageous.
They are extremely patient with kids. The British love Labrador Retrievers for their warm,
friendly character and loyal nature.

Cats are at the second place of the pet popularity scale. 45% all the pet owners are cat
fans. The top Kitty of choice is the Moggy (51%), followed by the British Shorthair (24%). A
moggy is a nonpedigree cat and the most common type of domesticated cat. The moggy
comes in all shapes, sizes, patterns, and colours. They are so popular because they have great
health and they are very cheap to buy. The British Shorthair has a friendly, cheerful nature.
They are very active, sociable and playful cats who enjoy exercise.

Surprisingly, the third place was fish at 9%, closely followed by pets, such as rabbits,
horses, reptiles, rats, mice and birds which all averaged between 4% and 2%.
